Every Saturday 2 shows for 
17years! - more than 800 public  
performances over a wide range 
of at least 15 stories changing 
every month. More than 20  
puppeteers (min. 4 every performance), over 150 

puppets, workshops and much, much 
more.  The beautiful theatre, designed 
by Tony Pritchard, was so complicated 
in its faceting that it could eventually 
only be built by an overseas craftsman 
who was here on sabbatical. It was 
wired together with not one single nail 
in the entire structure and painted with 

the same recipe as used by the Old Masters in the 
Middle Ages.  The full stage-lighting was  
professionally done. 
 
To my knowledge this is the only permanent puppet 
theatre in the country and no doubt in the whole of 
Africa.  Many children have come to Waldorf  
Education through the quality of the shows.  We, of 

the Constantia Waldorf School, are 
very proud of our beautiful theatre 
and of the fact that it is a rarity in 
Waldorf Schools worldwide.  We urge 
all Kindergarten children to attend 
regularly as an important part of our  

teaching especially in today’s world.

I would like to address the interesting popularity of the ‘Twilight’ series, which is being 
widely read at the moment. Parents often take their children to the bookstores and let 
them choose books to read. Please be a little circumspect as to which books they 
choose.  I have put a Class 8 age restriction on “the Twilight series”.  Obviously, if you 
have personally read the series and feel that the content is acceptable for your child, 
that is your prerogative.  In my opinion, however, some children are reading the series 
(whom I believe are too young).  Younger children enjoy pictures, whereas adolescents 
become personally interested in ideas.   
 
The Twilight series is of a love story between vampires and humans with werewolves 
thrown in for good measure.  It is well written and I enjoyed all four books immensely, 
however, the underlying theme of good and evil needs to be understood. For this  
reason I do not believe the series is suitable for primary school children.  A trilogy has 
come out as a copy-cat series to ‘Twilight’. The authors are P.C. & Kristen Cast and the 
books are ‘Marked’, followed by ‘Betrayed’ and finally ‘Chosen’. This is again about 
vampires. I have imposed a Class 9 age restriction on this series. If anyone would like 
to come and talk to me about the books, you are most welcome.   
 
I would also appeal to parents and pupils alike not to take books out from our Library for 
siblings or friends who do not belong to the school. I have had instances where popular 
books have been taken out for friends when there was a long waiting list of Waldorf  
children who wished to read them. I feel this is unfair, as the Library is supported by the 
school fees generated by Waldorf pupils and is for their benefit.   
 
I would like to thank the following people for their kind donations to the Library: Vincent 
Mettler, Josephine Susman, Mirjam MacLeod, Kiki Theo - who donated two of the books 
she wrote called ‘Money Alchemy’, Robin Heuermann, Lisa Dawes and Alison Kane for 
donating a beautiful full colour book on ‘Rivers and Wetlands of Cape Town’.  Thanks 
also go to Nicolas Thelander who donated a large collection of new books as well as 
many magazines, Victoria Eddi who donated a large  
collection of young readers and finally Thomas  
Knemeyer who donated a large collection of amazing  
books - largely about current political figures as well 
as a number of very valuable books.

In searching for a possible new school property the School 
Board had the foresight to start looking in Constantia. Though 
it was far away, it was recognised as an area for future 
growth. Dudley Williams and Rupert Braunlich went to several  
auctions. Then one day Dudley heard a rumour from his friend 
Jas Louw, who lived in Strawberry Lane, that his neighbour, 
Dr Finlayson (a well known Pathologist) was thinking of selling 
his smallholding, Kelvin Grove Poultry Farm in Spaanschema-
triver Rd. Dudley and his wife Gwen decided to investigate. 
On a certain auspicious day, they knocked on the Finlayson’s 
front door and asked if it were true that they wanted to sell 
their farm. Dr Finlayson said they were indeed considering 
selling and moving to their Stellenbosch farm, “Hartenberg”.  
This got the ball rolling and the Finlaysons did indeed agree to 
sell Kelvin Grove. The price? A whopping R40 000 - a large 
amount in 1965! The timing was perfect and the sale was 
made without an estate agent. In order to get a bond, a group 
of parents and friends of the school pledged to stand as guar-
antors and a unique financial arrangement was made. By 
another arrangement, the Finlaysons would remain in the 
farmhouse for another two years until his retirement. Thus in 
March 1965 the Waldorf School Association became the new 
owner of a 16- acre farm in Constantia.  The next step was to 
design and build a school which was functional and  
economical. Once again our friend the architect Chris Wegerif 
stepped in and designed a building which had none of the 
“Anthroposophical  features” many had wished for as it was 
just too expensive. The building cost R90 000 with a further 
R10 000 for the levelling of the sports field, which was still 
vineyards at that point. So the school cost a total of R150 000 
with land and buildings. Such were 1965 prices! Towards the 
end of 1966 a festive Foundation Stone laying ceremony was 
held before building was to commence. Max Stibbe wrote a 
verse similar to one written by Rudolph Steiner for the opening 
of the first Waldorf School in Stuttgart in 1919. Together with 
signatures of teachers, trustees and active parents, this verse 
was placed inside a copper dodecahedron made by Ky 
Kotzuba. This was then buried one meter under the ground 
and a yellowwood tree was planted above it. Thus the scene 
was set for the biggest milestone in the history of our school 
since its inception: a brand new school building on a large 
piece of land.  Lida Braunlich - .first CWS teacher in 1959.
